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SYNOPSIS
Starry-eyed teenager Camilla Swanson (Allie MacDonald) wants to follow in her mother’s footsteps and become a Broadway diva, but she’s stuck working in the kitchen of a snobby performing arts camp. Determined to change her destiny, she sneaks in to audition for the summer showcase and lands a lead role in the play, but just as rehearsals begin, blood starts to spill, and Camilla soon finds herself terrorized by a bloodthirsty masked killer who despises musical theater. 

Starring musical theater veterans Meat Loaf (The Rocky Horror Picture Show) and Minnie Driver (The Phantom of the Opera) STAGE FRIGHT mixes Scream with Glee in this genre-bending R-rated horror-musical from Jerome Sable, award-winning director of the celebrated short film “The Legend of Beaver Dam.”

ABOUT THE PRODUCTION 
From Script to Screen
Producers Ari Lantos and Jonas Bell Pasht had long been fans of Sable & Batalion, the multi-talented duo consisting of Jerome Sable (Writer/Director/Composer) and Eli Batalion (Composer). Over the years, Sable and Batalion had achieved international notoriety for their musical theatre productions and their award-winning short, “The Legend of Beaver Dam,” which played Sundance and opened the Toronto International Film Festival’s Midnight Madness’s program in 2010. Ever since Sable and Bell Pasht became neighbors in Los Angeles by chance in 2005, the team had discussed collaborating on a film together. It was only when the first draft of STAGE FRIGHT was completed that the team of four solidified their collaboration.
How ‘The Legend of Beaver Dam’ Got STAGE FRIGHT Made
“The Legend of Beaver Dam” is a 12-minute horror/musical/comedy about a campfire ghost story that goes horribly wrong. It premiered at the Sundance Film Festival, the Toronto Film Festival and numerous other film festivals. This short also played a vital role in getting the feature film made, as it provided a “proof-of-concept” for Jerome’s unique vision and musical sensibilities. As legend has it, Meat Loaf’s wife had watched the short prior to Meat signing on and enthusiastically recommended that Meat watch it. When Minnie Driver was offered the role of Kylie Swanson, she also watched the short and instantly grasped Jerome’s vision.  Having the short so well received around the world helped the producers secure a distribution deal with eOne in Canada.
The Casting Process
Casting efforts for STAGE FRIGHT spanned Hollywood, Canada, and Broadway. Since Broadway-calibre performers were required for the films’ musical numbers, the filmmakers devoted a great deal of time to combing through New York’s top up-and-coming musical theatre actors to act alongside the film’s better-known cast. 
Meat Loaf (Roger McCall) – Right from the beginning, the filmmakers knew they needed somebody with the gravitas and singing chops to pull off the role of ‘Roger McCall’ and Meat Loaf was their first choice. With the help of renowned Broadway casting director Bernie Telsey, a meeting was arranged between Meat Loaf and Jerome, and by the end of the meeting, “Meat” signed on for STAGE FRIGHT. He was initially hesitant to do the role because it involved singing and he doesn’t typically sing in film and television. In his 59 television and film roles spanning four decades, he has only sang twice, once in the cult hit The Rocky Horror Picture Show and the other in Tenacious D opposite Jack Black. Meat had turned down 10 Broadway musicals over the last 5 years alone in order to concentrate on non-musical acting, but the filmmakers convinced him to sing on-screen once again. As soon as Meat Loaf committed to STAGE FRIGHT, he threw himself completely into his character, and brought layers of depth and complexity to “Roger McCall,” the former Broadway producer-turned-camp-director who will stop at nothing to revive his once-glamorous New York career. 
Having acted in the iconic horror-musical The Rocky Horror Picture Show some 35 plus years prior, it was as if Meat Loaf was giving the film his blessing by agreeing to star in STAGE FRIGHT.

Minnie Driver (Kylie Swanson) Having starred as Carlotta the diva in the film version of The Phantom of the Opera, Minnie Driver was a perfect choice for the role of ‘Kylie Swanson,’ a Broadway soprano who makes her big debut in “Roger McCall's grand production of ‘The Haunting of the Opera.’” Producer Ari Lantos had worked with Minnie on Serendipity Point Films' award-winning Barney's Version and when he asked her to consider the role of ‘Kylie,’ Minnie read the script and signed on within 24 hours. 
Allie MacDonald (Camilla Swanson) - Finding ‘Camilla’ was an arduous task. The filmmakers needed an actress who could sing, act, and be the emotional center of the film. Having seen hundreds of young actresses in New York, Los Angeles and Toronto, the filmmakers finally found Allie MacDonald, an actress who perfectly captured both the innocence and haunted quality that the script required for this part. 
Douglas Smith (Buddy Swanson) – Once Allie committed, the hunt was on to find Camilla’s twin brother, Buddy. Best known for his work in HBO’s “Big Love” and the feature film Percy Jackson: Sea of Monsters, Douglas immediately connected with the material.  While he had been in a band and his mother was a voice teacher who studied opera, STAGE FRIGHT is Doug’s first musical.
Brandon Uranowitz (Artie Getz) – Up-and-coming New York-based Brandon Uranowitz was cast in the role of ‘Artie Getz,’ the self-proclaimed “genius” director of the camp play who also hopes to have an illustrious Broadway career. In real life, Brandon is an in-demand Broadway performer who was recently seen in ‘Baby It’s You,’ and, after STAGE FRIGHT, will star in the stage version of “Diner” from Barry Levinson and Kathleen Marshall.  
THE SHOOT
Finding the Right Camp – Production took place at Camp Manitou in Parry Sound, Ontario, during September of 2012. While there are many picturesque camps in Northern Ontario, only Camp Manitou had a recently-constructed theatre, which STAGE FRIGHT required. Cast and crew lived at the camp throughout production, which created a unique bonding experience.
North Bay Becomes Broadway – The final two days of production took place at the Capitol Centre in North Bay, Ontario. The Centre was built in the 1920s and with some clever set design, doubled for Broadway during some of the most important scenes in STAGE FRIGHT.
MAKING STAGE FRIGHT
In addition to being a tribute to musical theatre, STAGE FRIGHT pays homage to some of the iconic horror films of the 70s and 80s, such as Halloween, Friday the 13th, A Nightmare on Elm Street, and Carrie. A student of these classic horror films, Jerome didn’t want any CGI or digital effects so virtually all the gore and effects were accomplished “in-camera,” just as they were back then. 
Setting up the Stage Plays – There are two important theatre productions in STAGE FRIGHT: one that the campers produce, and the other being a Broadway play that takes place ten years earlier.  Both are productions of “The Haunting of the Opera,” which is a satirical re-imagining of the schlocky mega-musicals of the 1980’s. The camp production is a hilariously misguided kabuki version of it. Costuming the campers was the task of Costume Designer Michael Ground who was charged with creating impressive – but ultimately “misinformed” – designs for a cast of campers who take themselves too seriously. The camp production of “The Haunting of the Opera” is ultimately the centerpiece of this musical horror comedy and forms the backbone for the last bloody -- and darkly comedic -- half of the film.
Bringing ‘Metal Killer’ to Life – Of utmost importance to the filmmakers was creating a new, memorable villain that audiences had not seen -- or heard -- before.
For the look: Drawing inspiration from masked horror icons like Michael Myers (Halloween) and Jason Voorhees (Friday the 13th), director Jerome Sable worked with costume designer Michael Ground and mask-maker Mike Law to come up with the right look for ‘Metal Killer.’ After weeks of research and tests, Ground and Law emerged with a look for the film’s villain that is truly frightening.
For the sound: Jerome Sable and composing partner Eli Batalion teamed up with music producer Aram Mandossian to create a heavy rock metal sound palette inspired by Ozzy Osbourne, Axl Rose, and Metallica for the unique musicalization of the slasher killer.
Paul Becker, Choreography – One of the most in-demand choreographers in Hollywood, Paul Becker has the unique combination of having choreographed musical numbers for numerous Disney musicals, the Twilight Saga movies, Mirror, Mirror, and more, as well as working for horror directors like Wes Craven, Tobe Hooper, and doing creature choreography for Cabin in the Woods. In this case, Paul’s task was different than his past assignments as he was challenged to design numbers that would be reminiscent of movie musical dance numbers while simultaneously fitting within the zany reality of the performing arts camp world. For several weeks prior to the start of production, Paul and Jerome assembled dancers in studios in Toronto and on location in Parry Sound to rehearse big show numbers. Paul would later bring hundreds of dancers to life through catchy and memorable choreography. 
ABOUT THE CAST
ALLIE MACDONALD (plays Camilla Swanson)
An established actress & skilled singer Allie played her first leading role on the big screen in the movie Score: A Hockey Musical which premiered at the Toronto International Film Festival in 2010. She could recently be seen in a starring role in The Barrens with True Blood's Stephen Moyer, in The House At The End Of The Street alongside Jennifer Lawrence and in Now A Word From Our Sponsor opposite Bruce Greenwood and Parker Posey.  Allie just shot the lead role in her 2nd movie musical, Stage Fright, produced by Ari Lantos and starring musical legend Meat Loaf. 
Allie also recently shot the lead role in the pilot “Cinnamon Girl” for Lifetime, which is produced by Renee Zellweger and directed by Gavin O’Connor. Also in this project Allie is making use of her musical talents as it takes place in the musical scene of LA in the 1960s. Allie’s other television credits include “The Firm,” “Longmire” and episodes of Syfy’s “Alphas,” “Lost Girl” and “Haven.” 
DOUGLAS SMITH (plays Buddie Swanson)
Douglas Smith can currently be seen as the second male lead in Percy Jackson: Sea of Monsters opposite Logan Lerman, which is the second installment of Fox’s internationally successful franchise and went into wide release in early August.  He is also widely known for his starring role as Ben Henrickson on HBO’s critically acclaimed series Big Love starring Bill Paxton and Jeanne Tripplehorn.  He was seen in Brandon Cronenberg’s Antiviral, which premiered at Cannes 2012 and had its North American premiere at Toronto.  Douglas co-starred opposite Caleb Landry Jones, Sarah Gadon and Malcolm McDowell.

Douglas stars in the independent The Boy Who Smells Like Fish opposite Zoe Kravitz. Most recently, Douglas wrapped filming for Hard Drive with acclaimed documentarian filmmaker William MacGillivray, which sees Douglas in a gritty coming-of-age drama, starring as a young man confronting adulthood and falling in head over heels in love all at the same time.

MINNIE DRIVER (plays Kylie Swanson)
Audiences may not know where Minnie Driver’s next character calls home, but they can be sure that no matter where it is, British-born Driver will make her authentic.  

Minnie will next star in NBC’s “About A Boy,” based on the best-selling book by Nick Hornby and written/produced by Jason Katims.  The show will debut in 2014.
Most recently, Minnie was seen in Marc Evans’ British musical-comedy, Hunky Dory opposite Aneurin Barnard.  The film premiered in Whales on February 22, 2012 and at the South by Southwest Film Festival in Austin, Texas on March 10, 2012.
In 2011, Minnie received the Genie Award for Best Supporting Actress for her role as “Mrs. P,” a New York Jewish American princess and the second of Paul Giamatti’s three wives in the film, Barney’s Version.  Adapted from the 1997 novel written by Canadian author Mordecai Richler, Barney’s Version also starred Dustin Huffman and was released by Sony Pictures Classics in January 2011. 
In 2010, Minnie starred in Fox Searchlight’s Conviction, which depicted the true story of a woman (Hilary Swank) who devotes her life to freeing her brother from a life sentence for a crime she knows he didn’t commit.  Driver, with an unerring Boston cadence, plays “Abra,” Swank’s only friend, who joins the cause.  Also in 2010, Minnie starred opposite Jimmy Nesbit in the five-part television series, “The Deep,” which premiered in the UK on August 3, 2010 on the BBC.   
Minnie Driver first came to the attention of audiences and critics alike in 1995 for her critically acclaimed performance in Circle of Friends, in which she starred with Chris O’Donnell.   She went on to earn Oscar and Screen Actors Guild nominations, both in the category of Outstanding Performance by a Female Actor in a Supporting Role for Miramax’s award-winning feature, Good Will Hunting, directed by Gus Van Sant.  In 1998 she was honored with ShoWest’s prestigious Female Star of Tomorrow for her work.
Her film career is not only filled with characters from all over the world, but includes diverse choices in both the independent and major film worlds.  Among her critically acclaimed performances are the films Take, which premiered at the 2007 Tribeca Film Festival, the dark comedy, Grosse Pointe Blank, Return to Me, opposite David Duchovny, the feature of Oscar Wilde’s, An Ideal Husband; provided the voice of Jane in Walt Disney’s, Tarzan; High Heels and Low Lifes; The Governess; Beautiful (which she produced with her sister, Kate for their production company, Two Drivers); Big Night; Ella Enchanted; and Sleepers;  the only female alongside Robert DeNiro, Brad Pitt and Dustin Hoffman, directed by Barry Levinson. 
Driver appeared as the unforgettable, “Dahlia Molloy” on the critically acclaimed FX television series, “The Riches.” An audience favorite, Driver received an Emmy and Golden Globe nomination for her role.  She also made several guest appearances on NBC’s “Will & Grace,” as “Lorraine Finster,” a critic and fan darling.  She recently completed a five-part thriller set thousands of feet below the arctic ice in the BBC’s, “The Deep,” debuting this fall.  
Driver, a singer before she became an actress, lent her vocals to the original title track, ‘Learn to be Lonely,’ written by Andrew Lloyd Weber, for the 1995 film version of his Phantom of the Opera, directed by Joel Schumacher.  The song, which played over the end credits, was nominated for a Golden Globe and an Oscar in the ‘Best Original Song’ category.  Made an indelible impression as ‘Carlotta,’ the reigning Italian opera house diva, and received critical praise for her performance including a nomination by the Critics Circle in the Best British Actress in a Supporting Role category.  

Driver released her debut album, ‘Everything In My Pocket’ in 2004.  Driver toured with the Finn Brothers in the UK and headlined her own sold-out tour in the US.  In 2007, Driver’s second album, ‘SEASTORIES,’ was released. The album features performances from Ryan Adams and his band ‘The Cardinals,’ as well as indie queen Liz Phair. 

On stage, Driver appeared at London’s Comedy Theatre with Matthew Perry and Hank Azaria in David Mamet’s SEXUAL PERVERSITY IN CHICAGO. The play held the record for the largest box-office advance for a West End show at that time.  Other theatrical productions include: THE COMEDY OF ERRORS, THE MARRIED MAN, SCHOOL FOR SCANDAL and CAMINO REAL. 
Among Driver’s charitable causes is OXFAM, for which she is a spokesperson.  In 2004, she traveled to Cambodia and Thailand for the international aid agency, to draw attention to the exploitation of the poverty stricken workforce in the garment industry.  She is also active on behalf of the environment and animal well-being. 
Driver lives in Los Angeles.
MEAT LOAF (plays Roger McCall)
Whether he's on tape, stage, or screen, Meat Loaf's presence is always felt. 

He may be typically recognized as the Grammy Award-winning musical titan who sold over 43 million copies of the classic album, Bat Out Of Hell, but he's truly an actor at heart. In fact, as far as creative pursuits go, acting actually came first for Meat. To date, he's appeared in over 55 films and television shows ranging from The Rocky Horror Picture Show, Crazy in Alabama, Tenacious D in the Pick of Destiny, and Fight Club to House, M.D., Masters of Horror, Hallmark's Citizen Jane, Monk, Fairly Legal, and Glee. However, acting became part of his oeuvre while he was attending high school in his native Dallas, Texas. 

"I really just wanted to get out of study hall," chuckles Meat with a smile. "I couldn't sit quiet for 45 minutes so I enrolled in drama class as an elective when I was a sophomore. By my senior year, I was actually taking it very seriously." 
After moving to Los Angeles, Meat began making a name for himself as a local musician. In 1968, he gained immense notoriety as part of the Los Angeles production of the counter culture musical, HAIR. It revved up both his stage and music careers all at once. 
Shortly after, he relocated to New York and moved audiences in HAIR’s Broadway production. Living in the Big Apple in the early '70s, he continued to cultivate a unique acting style while appearing in productions of William Shakespeare's AS YOU LIKE IT in Central Park and other plays at the Manhattan Theater Club, Kennedy Center, Circle in the Square, and off-Broadway. 
He was also the 13th actor ever to be put on salary full-time at the city's illustrious Public Theater and he had a stint working at Café La Mama. At the Public Theater, he acted in a rendition of AS YOU LIKE IT directed by celebrated director Joseph Papp. 
Collaborating with the likes of Lee Strasberg, Meat learned from some of the best names in show business. 
"I'd be rehearsing one play during the day while doing another at night," he says. "I studied method, method image, and the Meisner Technique. I just needed to know everything I could about the craft."
In 1975, he made his big screen debut in the cult phenomenon, The Rocky Horror Picture Show as Eddie. The movie played a part in further establishing Meat as a versatile force in both film and music as he continued to evolve as a performer.
He describes his enigmatic style best. "I like to play characters who are ever so slightly quirky. They're real. I enjoy those offbeat and relatable characters. I never want to play someone who's straight ahead and on the nose."
One of his most notable "offbeat" roles includes Robert Paulson in David Fincher's 2000 masterpiece, Fight Club. Alongside Brad Pitt, Edward Norton, and Helena Bonham Carter, he proved riveting as the former bodybuilder and cancer survivor, giving the hyper-kinetic and violent film a poignant, emotional center. "I loved that character. I even created a certain walk for Robert, and Fincher reshot a scene to effectively capture it," he enthuses.
Meat humanizes every role he accepts, adding both dimension and depth to their DNA. "Whether it comes to music or acting, I want people to be able to pull me out and step in," he reveals. "When I'm doing a role, I want the viewer to step into my shoes and have the same feeling that I'm having. I want to disappear, and I want people to understand the emotion that I'm going through. It's about preserving the tension and feeling between the audience and myself. I want them to connect to the emotional level as opposed to just watching me."
His acting even often informs what he does musically. Ever since the timeless Bat Out Of Hell, Meat has approached his musical output like he would a movie. Legendary producer of Hang Cool Teddy Bear Rob Cavallo appropriately dubbed Meat, "an actor who acts like he can sing."
"I interpret a song the same way I would interpret a script," Meat goes on. "There are beats in a script. I try to capture the emotion of the song. The band usually has to learn to do that with me. I don't speak in musical terms; I speak in acting terms."
Over the course of his career, he's shared the screen with the likes of Liam Neeson, Steve Martin, Michael Keaton, Antonio Banderas, William H. Macy, Laura Dern, Samuel L. Jackson, Debra Winger, Val Kilmer, and countless others. "I love working with giving actors. Acting is about reacting. I'm constantly looking to learn and find the truth that's hidden in the character. You've got to have coaches on your team too. It's better to have two minds analyzing a role."
Most recently Meat appeared in the feature The Moment with Jennifer Jason Leigh.

Ultimately, the characters will always come first for Meat Loaf. He wants them to become immortal in the minds of viewers, and they most certainly do. "If I finish a scene and I don't know what happened, it's going to be okay," concludes Meat. "It's the best compliment when people don't know I played the character. Meat Loaf as they know it is completely gone, and the character takes over."
That's why you'll feel it anytime Meat Loaf is in front of an audience. — Rick Florino, February 2012
ABOUT THE FILMMAKERS

Jerome Sable (Writer – Director)

Jerome Sable is a writer-director and composer who creates genre-bending musicals for film, television, and theatre. STAGE FRIGHT is his directorial debut -- a horror musical feature film he wrote and directed, with music and lyrics he co-composed with longtime collaborator Eli Batalion.

Sable and Batalion have been creative partners in both film and theatre for nearly two decades. Their short film, The Legend of Beaver Dam, a horror musical they wrote and composed, and which Sable directed, opened Midnight Madness at the Toronto International Film Festival and went on to screen at over 75 film festivals worldwide, winning 17 awards, including Best Short Film at Sitges, Fantastic Fest, Dallas, Screamfest LA and receiving an honorable mention at Sundance.

Before that, their musical play, J.O.B. THE HIP-HOPERA, a retelling of the bible’s Book of Job through hip-hop and slam poetry, ran in Los Angeles and New York where it won various awards and earned rave reviews. Sable and Batalion wrote and composed the play and also starred in it, each playing all of the characters. The LA Times called the 90-minute rap musical ‘groundbreaking,’ and Daily Variety wrote, ‘Not only one of the best shows of this year—it’s one of the best shows L.A. has seen in many years.’

Sable grew up in Montreal, Quebec where he studied piano and music theory at the McGill Conservatory of Music. He has a B.A. in philosophy from Brown University and an MFA in directing from the USC School of Cinematic Arts.

ARI LANTOS (Producer)
As the VP Production at Serendipity Point Films, Ari's current production titled The Right Kind of Wrong, had its World Premiere at the 2013 Toronto International Film Festival.  In 2010 he co-produced the award winning Barney’s Version, and prior to that he produced the comedy You Might As Well Live starring Michael Madsen. In 2007 Ari Lantos produced his first feature film, the Slamdance opener Real Time starring Randy Quaid and Jay Baruchel.  His television credits include the half-hour comedy series “Men With Brooms” for the CBC, a spin-off of the 2004 Canadian box office hit. 
JONAS BELL PASHT (Producer)
Jonas Bell Pasht is a film and television producer. His past feature film credits include Lunarcy! for Epix (Official Selection 2012 Toronto Film Festival & South by Southwest 2013) and the Slamdance-winning comedy  You Might As Well Live (starring Michael Madsen). 

Bell Pasht is also the Creator, Executive Producer of the upcoming television series “How I Rock it” for the Esquire TV Network. The series profiles icons, influencers and tastemakers in the world of men’s style and features David Lynch, John Varvatos, Jason Lee, Jim James and many others.
Bell Pasht holds a master’s degree from the American Film Institute and resides in Los Angeles. STAGE FRIGHT is his third collaboration with producer Ari Lantos.
He is represented by CAA.
ELI BATALION (Music and Lyrics)

Eli Batalion is a writer, producer, and composer for film, TV, digital media and the stage. 
STAGE FRIGHT marks Eli’s feature film acting debut in the role of Oleg. 

Working together with longtime collaborator Jerome Sable, he cut his teeth writing, composing and producing dozens of touring musical comedy productions across North America, the UK and Australia (including shows at such festivals as Montreal’s Just For Laughs Comedy Festival, the Melbourne Comedy Festival and the Edinburgh Fringe). 

A musician at heart, Batalion has played with various musical outfits most notably road warriors Zox http://www.zoxband.com/. He’s also rapped as VowelMovement, one half of Sable & Batalion’s alter ego alternative hip-hop duo the Grafenberg All-Stars, whose genre-blending songs have been featured on USA, MTV, IFC, TLC, CTV and a bunch of other acronyms. Batalion has worked closely with longtime Sable & Batalion collaborator Joe Barrucco (STAGE FRIGHT’s sound designer), composing for the film, music and video game industries under the moniker Timeline Audio.

Batalion is also an actor, who’s been featured in various Sable & Batalion works including the award-winning “Meanwhile…” alongside So You Think You Can Dance’s Mary Murphy. He’s performed in multiple theatrical shows and has been nominated for a Dora Mavor Moore Award for Toronto Theater for Best Performance by a Male in an Independent Production. 

Batalion was born and raised in Montreal, Quebec where he studied piano at the McGill Conservatory of Music and creative arts at Dawson College. He has a B.A. in psychology and philosophy from Brown University and an MBA from Hautes Etudes Commerciales in Montreal. 

MICHAEL GROUND (Costume Designer)

Michael Ground is one of Canada's emerging and most sought after Costume Designers who has worked on a variety of successful Canadian television productions. His undeniable palette and collaborative approach has resulted in fruitful, long lasting relationships with producers and broadcasters alike.
Ground is comfortable working in a variety of genres and his diverse resume reflects this breadth. From sci-fi to family, his skill is as malleable as it is impressive.

Recent television credits include Shaftesbury’s “The Listener” (CTV/Fox), Ken Finkleman’s comedy series “Good God” (TMN/Movie Central), “Connor Undercover” (seasons I and II, Family Channel), “Bloodletting & Miraculous Cures” (HBO Canada), and “Overruled” (II/III, Family Channel). Maintaining a practical, realistic and creative approach to production design, Oleg consistently strives for a product that is not only appealing to the eye, but works hand in hand in efficiently telling the story.
