Adapted from the 2010 graphic novel by Joe Casey and Chris Burnham, OFFICER DOWNE concocts a hyper-real Los Angeles for the story of a savage LA policeman who is repeatedly resurrected and returned to active duty via dark science technology. When a rookie officer named Gable is recruited as back up, he discovers there's much more to the titular super-cop than a mindless law enforcement drone warring against a twisted rouges gallery of over-the-top super-villains.

ABOUT THE FILMMAKERS

Michael Shawn Crahan – Director 

More commonly known by his stage persona "Clown", is a musician, music producer, film director, author and artist.  Crahan is a founding member and visual architect of Grammy winning and multi-platinum band Slipknot. Slipknot was founded in 1995 and has gone on to become one of the most successful and lasting heavy rock bands in the world routinely headlining festivals, stadium and arenas across the world. Crahan cut his teeth directing the band’s visceral music videos and documentaries. 

Showing a wide stylistic range – encompassing a dark palette of noir, documentarian, Crahan’s visual signature is unmistakable to a vast swath of modern culture.  In 2012 Crahan released his first book Apocalyptic Nightmare Journey which was published by MTV books ("This book is everything that art should be - from the forward by Lars Ulrich). In July 2015 Crahan made his directing debut with a graphic novel OFFICER DOWNE, written by Joe Casey and Chris Burnham.  Shawn "Clown" Crahan has been the artistic director since founding the band and has directed videos for Slipknot, Motionless in White and Hollywood Undead.  Crahan is a devoted husband and father who continues to reside in his home state of Iowa.

Mark Neveldine - Producer
Mark hit the feature scene when he co-wrote, co-directed and camera-operated the breakout hit CRANK, starring Jason Statham with Lakeshore & Lionsgate.  He co-wrote and produced the cult thriller PATHOLOGY with MGM.  Neveldine co-wrote/directed GAMER starring Gerard Butler and “Dexter” star Michael C. Hall, then reunited with Statham for CRANK 2: HIGH VOLTAGE.  He directed the world-wide hit GHOST RIDER: SPIRIT OF VENGEANCE starring Nicolas Cage and Idris Elba, and THE VATICAN TAPES.  One of his short stories can be found in THE BLUMHOUSE BOOK OF NIGHTMARES with Eli Roth and Ethan Hawke.

Skip Williamson - Producer
Skip Williamson is a feature film producer based in Venice California, where he heads the media division of 5B Artist and Media.  Before 5B Skip was a partner at Lakeshore Entertainment for 13 years, where he brought in and executive produced the UNDERWORLD franchise that has grossed about $500M at the worldwide box office as well as the cult classic CRANK and its sequel, CRANK High Voltage, among other films. 
Williamson is also the founder and co-owner of Lakeshore Records, the world’s largest independent soundtrack label, with over 300 film soundtracks.  Skip was personally nominated for a GRAMMY for producing the soundtrack to the pop-culture phenomena NAPOLEON DYNAMITE.

Joe Casey – Screenwriter / Co-creator of the graphic novel “Officer Downe”

Joe Casey is the creator and writer of the Eisner Award-nominated cosmic super-hero epic Gødland. His critically acclaimed run on the series “Wildcats” landed on numerous “best of the decade” lists. His genre-busting cult-favorites “Officer Downe” (coming this November from Magnet Releasing) and “Butcher Baker The Righteous Maker” helped propel him onto MTV.com’s list of the 10 best writers of 2011. In 2013, he launched two new successful series, “The Bounce” and “Sex,” both on the Man of Action (see attached) imprint at Image Comics, in 2015, he added “Valhalla Mad” and in 2016, he launches his first digital comic, “The Winternational,” on the Stela app. He also wrote and created the one-shot “Modern Romance” for the heralded 60th Anniversary issue of Playboy Magazine and Comics Alliance named Casey "the most dangerous man in comics."
Cory Brennan – Executive Producer
Executive Producer Corey Brennan is the founder/CEO of 5B Artist Management and long time manager of Grammy winning and multi-platinum artist, Slipknot.  With over 25 years of experience Brennan is one of the most successful and respected rock managers in the world.  After years developing rock record labels he founded 5B, which through unwavering focus on the relationship between the rock fan and their interaction with the artist, has grown into the biggest rock management firm in the world.  5B now encompasses artist management, festival production and development, global touring, digital, marketing, and film divisions all under one roof, with offices in Los Angeles, New York City, and London. 
GLENN D. FEIG – Executive Producer
Mr. Feig has provided full service legal production counsel on over 200 motion picture productions as an entertainment attorney. He has extensive experience in the structuring, negotiating and drafting of agreements that govern domestic and foreign production deals, international co-productions, the acquisition of rights, motion picture financing and loan procurement, completion bonds and various musical services, as well as merchandising, licensing, the clearance of rights and new media issues. 

Prior to founding his own firm in May of 2001, Mr. Feig spent two years as a business representative at the Screen Actors Guild, where he signed independent producers to the SAG Basic Agreement and authored interpretive rulings on the various SAG collective bargaining agreements. Additionally, he raises money on behalf of the Starlight Children's Foundation, the Leukemia Society, the Multiple Sclerosis Society and the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation. Mr. Feig received a degree in Economics from the University of California at San Diego, and his juris doctorate from Southwestern University School of Law. Mr. Feig enjoys spending time with his family and surfing during his time away from the office.
Doobie White – Editor
Originally from Twin Falls, Idaho, Doobie White started his career as an editor in Lake Tahoe where he worked his way from ski-enthusiast to ski video director/editor. Today, Doobie is an award-winning editor in Los Angeles, collaborating on features, trailers, commercials and music videos. Doobie’s most recent credits include feature films Reclaim and Momentum. He has won Hollywood Post Alliance awards for best editing in 2014 and 2013. As well as a coveted AICE award for best editing in 2011. Additionally, he was nominated for both AICE and HPA awards for best editing in 2012. 
In 2005 Doobie founded Therapy Studios along with Executive producers Joe DiSanto and John Ramsay, and visual effects artist Wren Waters. Therapy is a fully integrated post-production company whose unique, award-winning work spans commercials, features, music videos and online media. They have since expanded into a team of the industries top artists all working together in a highly creative and collaborative environment. 
Therapy’s talent has them garnered them an impressive commercial client list including Pepsi, Google, Nissan and Audi. The music industry has long been a fan as well, with Therapy working on videos for artists like Gnarls Barkley, Soundgarden, and Xibit to name a few. Therapy has also made a name for themselves in the entertainment industry, producing the feature docs Sound City and Transcendent Man , as well as the Foo Fighters docu-series "Sonic Highways" for HBO.
Meg Ramsay – Editor
Born and raised in Salt Lake City, Meg Ramsay moved to Los Angeles in 2000 to attend film school at USC. After graduating she began her editing career at a commercial post house where she worked for such clients as Mazda, Toyota, Best Buy and Coke. 

In 2009 she edited the documentary, Transcendent Man, chronicling the life of famed writer, inventor and futurist Ray Kurzweil. Since then her work has screened at film festivals world wide including South by Southwest, Tribeca, and Sundance. In 2013, she worked with director Davis Guggenheim on the doc The Dream is Now which premiered at a special screening at the capitol in Washington DC. In addition to her non-fiction work work Meg has also edited a number of dramatic features. Little Boy, her most recent film, will be released in theaters April 2015. 
Meg Ramsay is best known for her work on HBO show, Sonic Highways, directed by Dave Grohl. Critics called the show “the most moving and important television series ever aired, and a valuable viewing experience for artists of all genres”. Meg is also known for her work on Garage Film’s New York Showcase, which won awards in the Mammoth California Film Festival, the Accolade Competition in La Jolla, California, and the Honolulu Film Festival of Hawaii in 2012.   

Jeremy Reed – Production Design 
Jeremy Reed a British born Production Designer, whose production design for film has received critical acclaim, whilst his work in commericals and music videos have earned him mutilple awards and nominations from his peers.

Jeremy grew in the African Bush before attending school in England. After serving breifly in the Zimbabwean Military, he attended Yale University where his love for history inspiered him to study art and architecture.

Many of his past music video projects are well known, and recent work includes Katy Perry’s “Dark Horse”, which has nearly 1.5 billion views on YouTube. His past work in commericals has led to him being nominated multiple times by the Art Director’s Guild, and he has won their prestigious Art Director’s Guild Award For Excellece on no less than two occasions.


His early work in film includes the award winning “Hard Candy” and “Factory Girl”. After taking a seven year break from features, Jeremy recently returned to film “London Fields”, based on Martin Amis’ best selling novel of the same name. “London Fields” is due to be released in 2016, alongside thre other features that Jeremy has recently completed  including “Officer Downe”, based on the award winning graphic novel, “Rapture” and “I Am The Pretty Thing That Lives In The House.”

Jeremy currently spends his time working between features and commercials. His work often taks him overseas and he has become well accustomed to wrking in strange lands.

Jeremy resides in Los Angeles with his wife Stephanie and his son Tristan.
