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SYNOPSIS
Recently divorced, newly rich, and utterly miserable, Danny (Kevin Corrigan) would seem to be the perfect test subject for a definitive look at the relationship between money and happiness. Danny’s well-funded ennui is interrupted by a momentous trip to the local gym, where he meets self-styled guru/owner Trevor (Guy Pearce) and irresistibly acerbic trainer Kat (Cobie Smulders). Soon, their three lives are inextricably knotted, both professionally and personally.  

Writer/director Andrew Bujalski (Computer Chess, 2013) returns with a fun, intimate fable that's utterly grounded in real life. As wrinkles turn into complications, then blow up into full-fledged issues, the talented ensemble keeps the pensive tone light and the complex plot breezy. The end result is a charming shaggy-dog tale that's been hitting the gym: taut, limber, and powerful.
DIRECTOR’S STATEMENT – ANDREW BUJALSKI
So here I am trying to make something you might call a romantic comedy. An eccentric one, to be sure—one with a who’s-the-hero-here? structure that wouldn’t pass muster with the screenwriting gurus—and one, I’d like to believe, that’s rooted in character rather than the type of caricature that has given the genre such a godawful reputation...but yes, I must confess it, Results is a romantic comedy. Could it even, perhaps, be a “crowd-pleaser”?

I’ve made four feature films (Funny Ha Ha, Mutual Appreciation, Beeswax, and Computer Chess) and no one has ever accused me of crowd-pleasing before. Though I always intend my work to be friendly and welcoming, it has also always been quite personal and focused on the lower frequencies in human interaction, and thus never particularly sported much in the way of mass appeal. But the films have found supportive niche audiences and made real connections with viewers, which has been more reward than I could have asked.

The pressures to “go bigger” have of course been there since the start—they are well-known to any filmmaker. While I have never believed, and will never believe, that a more “accessible” movie is necessarily more worthwhile, it has always nagged at me to wonder whether I might be able to tell a more conventional type of story that could stand up alongside the pop cinema that I’ve always admired. (Scratch pretty much any experimental or indie filmmaker & you’ll find a fan of traditional Hollywood storytelling—at its best, anyhow.) It is daunting territory. I can’t tell you how many people have quoted me Biggie Smalls’ famous mathematical proof Mo’ money, mo’ problems. We all know how many pitfalls await creativity when the budgets go up. But I wanted to take on the challenge and see how I might attempt a foothold in the marketplace without denying or diluting my own voice...Which is how I (slowly) wound my way to the story that became Results.

I love non-professional actors. I love fresh faces. They had become my comfort zone. They were also my most blindingly obvious obstacle to a wider audience. So, to build this new project, I first had to ask myself the— I suppose rather perverse—question, How do I get strong, exciting performances from people who actually perform for a living?
I started to think about actors I liked, actors I knew, and what I might want to see them doing that I could really build a story upon. I’d met Guy Pearce a couple years earlier about another project, and I’d liked him a great deal. His engagement and commitment to his work, and apparent lack of ego about it, won me over entirely, and clearly there were warm aspects of his personality that were rarely exploited on screen...Kevin Corrigan meanwhile was an actor I’d been a massive fan of since the mid-90s (Walking and Talking!) and in more recent years, had struck up a little friendship with. He is the consummate “character actor” and, in that great tradition, has had a career both founded on and limited by a surface reading of his idiosyncrasies. 
These two men, besides great talent and a certain fascinating inscrutability, had little apparent in common—the square-jawed, very private Australian and the laconic Bronx indie guy—and so their images began to mingle in my head, chocolate and peanut butter, and I laughed to consider them ever sharing the same universe. What would that universe be? And how I could I construct it as to allow them to show sides of themselves that an audience might not be expecting?

Guy became Trevor, an optimistic small-businessman and true believer in the transformative power of fitness. A guy who loves all his clients and knows they can succeed even when they don’t know it themselves. And Kevin became Danny, an unlikely client, a divorced stoner who has stumbled into money and has no idea how to spend it, except, as he figures well-off people do, on this brand of “self- improvement.” Lord knows I am surrounded by such self-improvement culture here in Austin, and I have always viewed it with a mixture of admiration (some folks do commit to bettering themselves and succeed) and snarky skepticism (the rest of us bozos go to the gym a few times...and find we’d rather just sit down with a beer and some tortilla chips). I saw a lot of humor in the culture and in the trainer/client relationships.

Trevor and Danny, while wildly different spirits, were both going to be rather quiet, introverted fellows—to make this thing go, I needed to put an explosive woman between them—another trainer who works her ass off as befits her natural temperament and doesn’t have any damn sympathy the laziness or self-deception, as she sees in so many clients. Does she believe in fitness? Sure. Does she believe in the cash-cow fitness culture? Not so much. That was Kat. But who was going to play this crucial role? I had no idea. Not only did I need to find a badass with exceptional empathic skills to land this very tricky character, but she needed to slip in and be right at home alongside two guys who had the advantage of having their parts tailored for them. Enter Cobie Smulders. Because her work had been primarily in things that are wildly, insanely successful (The Avengers & its related tentacle-movies / the 9 year run of “How I Met Your Mother”) of course I’d never heard of her. But I was almost immediately made a convert. After chatting over Skype, I flew out to L.A. to run a screen test with her—we did one take and I thought to myself, “Well, I’d better make this look professional, so I’ll make up some direction and we’ll do another take”—but I knew that I’d found my Kat…and that this strange little movie just might work.

ABOUT THE CAST  

GUY PEARCE – Trevor

Born in England, Guy Pearce moved with his family to Australia when he was seven.  He attended The Geelong College and participated in the GSODA Junior Players, the country’s premier youth theatre company. Pearce starred in several theatre productions when he was young, and graduated to television when he was cast in the Australian soap opera Neighbours in 1985. Pearce also found roles in other television series such as Home and Away and Snowy River.

Director/producer/writer Frank Howson cast Pearce in his first three movies, including 1991’s Hunting, which premiered at Cannes. He made his first major film breakthrough with his role as a drag queen in 1994’s The Adventures of Priscilla, Queen of the Desert and subsequently appeared in several major U.S. films thereafter, including L.A. Confidential;  Ravenous; Rules of Engagement; Memento; The Count of Monte Cristo; and The Time Machine.  Pearce continued to perform in Australian films like The Hard Word (2002) and the critically lauded The Proposition (2005).

Pearce portrayed pop artist Andy Warhol in 2006’s Factory Girl and magician Harry Houdini in 2007’s Death Defying Acts. Other films include 2008’s Traitor; Winged Creatures; and The Road. He was one of the stars of 2009’s The Hurt Locker, which won six Academy Awards® including Best Picture. In 2010, he was seen in four films: Animal Kingdom; Don’t Be Afraid of the Dark; The Hungry Rabbit Jumps; and Oscar-winning Best Picture, The King’s Speech (as King Edward VII).

Additionally, in 2011, Guy won the Emmy for his portrayal of Kate Winslet’s lover “Monty” in Todd Haynes’ HBO film remake of Mildred Pierce.

In 2012, Guy was seen in the Luc Besson-produced action film Lockout, the John Hillcoat period drama Lawless, and as the 114-year-old mogul in Ridley Scott’s Prometheus. In 2013, Guy was in the final installment in Marvel’s Iron Man franchise, opposite Robert Downey, Jr. 

Guy recently finished Drake Doremus’s film Equals and starred as F. Scott Fitzgerald in Genius by acclaimed theater director Michael Grandage.

Guy released his debut album, “Broken Bones” in Australia late in 2014 to an overwhelmingly positive response from fans and critics alike.  Guy is currently touring Australia co-headlining with ex-Powderfinger guitarist and songwriter, Darren Middleton.  Broken Bones will be released in the US, UK and other territories throughout 2015.  

Guy lives in Melbourne, Australia with his wife Kate Mestitz

COBIE SMULDERS – Kat

Cobie recently starred in The Avengers, which grossed over $1.5 billion worldwide, opposite Robert Downey Jr., Chris Hemsworth, Chris Evans, Mark Ruffalo, Jeremy Renner and Scarlett Johansson. In the film, she played S.H.I.E.L.D. Agent Maria Hill, the second-in-command operative, alongside Nick Fury (Samuel L. Jackson).  She reprised her role for Captain America: The Winter Soldier, which grossed over $710 million worldwide and will next be seen in Avengers: Age of Ultron, which will be released by Disney on May 1, 2015. 

She will star in Kris Swanberg’s Unexpected which tells the story of a 39-year-old inner-city high school science teacher (Smulders) who bonds with one of her more promising students when both find themselves dealing with an unplanned pregnancy. 

 

Cobie starred in The Delivery Man opposite Vince Vaughn and David Wain’s They Came Together opposite Paul Rudd and Amy Poehler.   Her other film credits include: Safe Haven, Grassroots, The Slammin’ Salmon and The Long Weekend.
Cobie is also well known to audiences for her role as Robin Sherbatzky on CBS’s hit show of 10 years, How I Met Your Mother. The show has been nominated for an Emmy® for Outstanding Comedy Series, a People’s Choice Award for Favorite TV Comedy and a Teen Choice Award for Choice TV Show: Comedy.   

Her other TV credits include a starring role on the ABC drama Veritas and the critically acclaimed Showtime series The L Word. 

On stage, Cobie performed in Nora Ephron and Delia Ephron’s Off-Broadway hit, Love, Loss, and What I Wore, at the Westside Theatre.  Directed by Karen Carpenter, the play was based on Ilene Beckerman’s 1995 book about clothes and the memories they trigger. Cobie’s other theatre credits include Singing in the Rain, Grease, and Women and Wallace.

A Canada native, Cobie speaks fluent French.  Cobie is married to SNL cast member Taran Killiam and has two children.

KEVIN CORRIGAN – Danny

Born in New York in 1969, Kevin Corrigan studied at the Lee Strasberg Theater Institute during the mid-to-late 80's. In 1989, he was cast in the Martin Scorsese classic, Goodfellas. Kevin has been recognized for his work during the independent film boom of the 90's having appeared in such films as Rhythm Thief, Living in Oblivion, Walking and Talking, Buffalo '66, Henry Fool, Slums Of Beverly Hills and Kicked in the Head, which Kevin co-wrote. Additional film credits include True Romance, The Departed, The Pineapple Express, American Gangster and Superbad.

On television, he played Uncle Eddie on Grounded for Life (2001- 2005), and has had recurring roles on TV shows such as Damages, Community, Fringe, and The Mentalist. 

In 2015, Kevin will be seen in Terrance Malick's Knight of Cups and the TNT drama series Public Morals from Edward Burns and Steven Spielberg.

BROOKLYN DECKER – Erin

From magazine covers to the big screen, Brooklyn Decker is a rare success story in the rocky transition from being one of the biggest names in modeling to emerging as a rising Hollywood actress.  Brooklyn began her transition in 2011, starring in her first role in a feature film playing a young teacher romanced by a plastic surgeon (Adam Sandler).  In the comedy Just Go With It for Columbia Pictures, Sandler enlists his assistant (Jennifer Aniston) to pretend to be his ex-wife, in order to cover up a careless lie.  Her performance in the film earned her the Teen Choice Award for Choice Movie Breakout: Female.

 

In 2012 Brooklyn starred in Pete Berg’s Battleship for Universal Pictures, opposite Taylor Kitsch, Alexander Skarsgård, Liam Neeson and Rihanna.  The young actress also appeared in What to Expect When You’re Expecting for Lionsgate in Spring 2012.  Directed by Kirk Jones, Decker played “Skyler” in one of the film’s interlocking stories alongside Cameron Diaz, Jennifer Lopez, Elizabeth Banks and Anna Kendrick.  Brooklyn also wrapped Lovesong, directed by So-yong Kim.  

 

Brooklyn has also appeared in NBC’S comedy sitcom pilot Lipshitz Saves the World which led to guest starring roles on FOX’s New Girl, NBC’s Chuck and ABC’s Ugly Betty as well as the USA Network hit Royal Pains.  She also appeared in a three-episode arc of FX’s comedy series, The League.  In 2013, the actress starred in CBS’s ensemble cast comedy Friends with Better Lives as the newly engaged, naïve Jules.  She will appear alongside Jane Fonda, Lily Tomlin, Martin Sheen and Sam Waterson in the Netflix “dramedy” Frankie & Grace, to stream beginning May 8, 2015.

Brooklyn got her start after being prodded by friends into modeling in her hometown of Charlotte at the age of 16.  Two years later, she moved to New York City where she quickly rose to stardom within the industry, gracing the pages of magazines including Vogue, Elle, GQ, Glamour, Esquire, Cosmopolitan, PoP Magazine and Teen Vogue.
 

Brooklyn’s big break came in 2006 when she first appeared in the wildly popular Sports Illustrated Swimsuit Issue.  In her fifth year, Brooklyn Decker cemented her place in pop culture history by appearing on the cover of the magazine and was consequently named Esquire.com’s Sexiest Woman Alive and received the Spike TV Guys Choice Hotter than Hell Award.   
 

When not working, Brooklyn is an avid sports fan, cheering on her favorite teams, the University of North Carolina Tar Heels and the Carolina Panthers.  Inspired by her love of sports and her aunt’s personal struggles from being born without a corpus callosum in her brain, Brooklyn became active in the Special Olympics in her hometown of Charlotte in 2004 and is now a global ambassador for the organization.  She also participated in a USO Tour in fall of 2012.

 

In April 2009, Brooklyn married professional tennis player Andy Roddick in a private ceremony in Austin.  The couple currently lives in Los Angeles and Austin, Texas with their English bulldogs, Billie Jean and Bob Costas.

ANTHONY MICHAEL HALL - Grigory

Born in Boston, Massachusetts, Hall began acting in commercials at the age of seven, but his true breakthrough role was as “Rusty” in Vacation (1983) alongside Chevy Chase and Beverly D’Angelo. Following the success of Vacation, Hall entered the defining period of his career, starring in three John Hughes classics: Sixteen Candles (1984); The Breakfast Club (1985); and Weird Science (1985). Hall appeared as a cast member of Saturday Night Live in the 1985-86 season. 

In 1990, he appeared opposite Johnny Depp in Edward Scissorhands for 20th Century Fox. Mr. Hall co-executive produced and starred in the USA Network series The Dead Zone for six seasons. Hall was cast as “Mike Engle” in the 2008-blockbuster film The Dark Knight with Christian Bale and Heath Ledger directed by Christopher Nolan. In 2009, Mr. Hall formed his production company Manhattan Films, Television & Media, LLC to develop and produce film, television, and commercial projects. 

Recently, Hall starred as Jack in Bennett Miller’s Foxcatcher (2014) 

CONSTANCE ZIMMER – Mandy 

Constance Zimmer is perhaps best known as “Dana Gordon” on HBO’s hit series Entourage.  Zimmer can also be seen recurring in the Netflix Emmy® nominated original series House of Cards, executive produced by David Fincher, and HBO’s The Newsroom, executive produced by Aaron Sorkin.

 

Zimmer has also been a regular on numerous shows, including the NBC-produced comedies Love Bites, opposite Greg Grunberg, and Good Morning, Miami with Mark Feuerstein. Zimmer was also a series lead on ABC’s Boston Legal, created by David Kelley. 

She has also had major roles on Grey’s Anatomy, In Justice, The New Adventures of Old Christine and old favorites Seinfeld and Ellen. Zimmer’s feature film credits include The Babymakers, opposite Paul Schneider and Olivia Munn, Demoted, opposite Sean Astin and Michael Vartan, and the Warner Bros. feature Chaos Theory, starring Ryan Reynolds and Emily Mortimer.

 

Zimmer plays Taylor Lautner’s mom in the upcoming indie film Run the Tide, directed by Soham Mehta.  She will also reprise her role as “Dana Gordon” in HBO’s Entourage movie scheduled for release in 2015.  

 

She currently resides in Los Angeles with her husband, Russ, a commercial director, and their daughter, Colette.

GIOVANNI RIBISI – Paul

Winner of the ShoWest Newcomer of the Year Award in 1999, Giovanni Ribisi has since established himself as a popular screen presence capable of playing a wide variety of roles. 

Other recent films include Universal Pictures’ Contraband and GK Films’ The Rum Diary based on Hunter S. Thompson’s novel. Ribisi was also seen as part of the ensemble feature Gangster Squad, starring opposite Sean Penn, Josh Brolin and Ryan Gosling In 2009, Ribisi was seen in the James Cameron feature Avatar, winner of three Academy Awards ® and two Golden Globes, and has gone on to be the highest grossing film of all time. 

Among his best-known films are Michael Mann’s Public Enemies, Steven Spielberg’s Saving Private Ryan, Sofia Coppola’s The Virgin Suicides and Lost in Translation, Anthony Minghella’s Cold Mountain and David Lynch’s Lost Highway. Ribisi’s other credits include The Dead Girl; Perfect Stranger; Flight of the Phoenix; Boiler Room; Gone in Sixty Seconds; The Other Sister; Sky Captain and the World of Tomorrow; SubUrbia; Heaven;  First Love, Last Rites; That Thing You Do!; The Mod Squad; Masked and Anonymous; and The Big White.  Ribisi received an Independent Spirit Award nomination for his performance in Sam Raimi’s The Gift.

He recently wrapped production on several films such as Meadowland starring opposite Elizabeth Moss, Paul Giamatti, Luke Wilson and Olivia Wilde. He also recently appeared in Paramount Pictures’ Selma and MacFarlane’s comedy A Million Ways to Die in the West.

In addition to his numerous film credits, Ribisi also has an impressive list of television guest-starring roles on his resume. In 2007, he gained an Emmy nomination for Outstanding Guest Actor in a Comedy Series for My Name is Earl. Ribisi also made guest appearances on The X Files and Friends.

Ribisi and his twin sister, Marissa, were born and raised in Los Angeles, where he still resides. Beginning his acting career at the age of nine, he studied theater under the prestigious acting coach Milton Katselas.
